Course Guidelines
A. The registration deadline is 26 November 2005 (No later than ten days after the start of the class as per the agreement.)

B. Course Requirements –   

a.  Attend/participate in all required sessions. 
b.  Read all assigned readings. 
c.  Submit a copy of 2 different pieces of student writings with their commentary and reflection based on the trait that was taught.  Also, include your commentary to the student based on the trait.  
d.  Write a paper discussing how they will implement the 6+1 Trait model into their classroom.  Discuss how to model, teach, and assess all six traits.  Included in their paper will be literature that is tied to each of the six traits. They will discuss how they will model each trait with the literature and how the traits are related to the writing process.

The finished course project/paper must be sent to Jennifer.Remoy@eu.dodea.edu Attention: Jennifer Remoy and postmarked by no-later-than dates stipulated by instructor but no later than 10 May 2006. The paper must be typed and include a cover sheet with the course title, course number, location, dates, participant’s name and mailing address.

C.  Course Description 

The 6 + 1 Trait Model will transform the way we discuss, teach, and evaluate student writing.  It will demonstrate effective strategies for pre-writing, writing, revising, editing, and publishing.

Methods of Writing (K-12):  The Writing Process will be introduced, explored and incorporated in The 6+1 Traits Model.  This methods of writing course will include  being able to identify, discuss, model, teach, and assess the following writing traits: (1) Voice (2) Organization (3)Word Choice (4)Sentence Fluency (5) Idea (6)Conventions plus (+) Presentation.  The traits will be taught using Children’s Literature as well as authentic pieces of children’s writing.  Rubrics will be used to assess students writing at the K-12 level.  Cooperative groups and the writing process will be utilized within the course setting.
