C.  Course Description 
This course emphasizes current issues relevant to the role of an effective school administrator.  Through lecture, group discussion, use of technology and various hands-on group activities highlighting relevant administrator competencies, administrators will be exposed to various topics associated with leadership roles within a school setting. The purpose of the course is to provide detailed, professional, research and experience-based information on the leadership role of administrators as they lead a school staff in appropriate practices and policies that further academic improvement for ALL students.  There will be an emphasis on ways to earn and use the power and position of the administrators and will also include strategies on how to expand these power bases to educate the community on what is happening in school and in the field of education.

· Strengthen skills in leading learning communities within the school and engawging the broader community in building partnership

· Strengthen knowledge and skills in curriculum, instruction, and assessment so as to supervise a continuous improvement process that measures progress in raising student performance  

· Strengthen the skills of organizing, budgeting and managing the business of schools
