Course Guidelines

A.  Course Registration – To register for the course the participants must submit an online registration form located at http://www.usd-online.org/DoDEA.aspx (University of San Diego) or http://www.ashland.edu/pds/sp-offerings.php (Ashland University).  The registration deadline is October 31st, 2006.  (No later than ten days after the start of the class as per the agreement.)

B. Course Requirements
1. Attend class.  Each graduate credit hour earned must include 15 hours of classroom instruction AND 5 hours of independent work for each project.  For example, to earn one graduate credit, you will need to classes (3:15-8:15 p.m.) on THREE different days and then complete three projects that take 5 hours EACH to complete.  If you want to earn TWO graduate credits, simply double the requirements listed above.  For THREE graduate credits, triple the time spent in classroom instruction and on projects. 

2. Complete on line assignments, tutorials and homework.

3. Prepare a professional portfolio to post online on or before April 24th, 2007.

4. Complete one project per credit hour earned to share with students in classrooms or with the community at large.  Some sample projects include, but are not limited to:  Team Podcast, Class Book, Movie on specific curriculm objective’s), Web Page, Blog Site, PodCast.
