C.  Course Description 

The Interstate School Leaders Council of Chief of State School Officers have developed in collaboration with the National Association of Elementary School Principals and the National Association of Secondary School Principals a new set of standards for school principals.  These standards, known as the ISLLC Standards for School Leaders, have become a driving force in the way school leadership should and will be viewed.  These Standards focus on those indicators of knowledge, disposition, and performance that are most important to effective school leadership—a focus on teaching and learning and a concern for the success of all students.


Part II of this course includes the following topics:

· Standard 4 A school administrator is an educational leaders who promotes the success of all students by collaborating with families and community members, responding to diverse community interests and needs, and mobilizing community resources.

· Standard 5 A school administrator is an educational leaders who promotes the success of all students by acting with integrity, fairness, and in an ethical manner.

· Standard 6 A school administrator is an educational leaders who promotes the success of all students by understanding, responding to, and influencing the larger political, social, economic, legal, and cultural context.
