3b.  One-two page summary of how you will apply the information learned to your personal work setting.

3c.  One-page summary of your professional development plan for your specialty area

The assignment should be:

· No less than three-five pages in length

· Typed with double spacing, using a word processor with letter-quality print

· 12-point font size using a standard font type (i.e., Times New Roman or Arial)

· Of graduate quality with no spelling, syntax, or grammar errors.

C. Course Description

This four-day course will build and extend the knowledge and skills necessary to support the academic achievement of students with disabilities in general education classrooms through the use of technology especially assistive technology, and Universal Design (UD).  Hands on training will with technology tools will enable participants to create UD lessons to support functional and social skills instruction, support academic skills in the areas of literacy, mathematics, and content area instruction.

The teachers, therapists and consultants taking this course will be taught specific teaching strategies designed to be implemented within the general education classroom setting in addition to learning about providing positive behavioral supports.  Strategies for helping special and general educators understand Applied Behavioral Analysis (ABA) principles will be practiced.  Emphasis will be on collaborative planning and teaming with teachers, support staff, related service staff, and families.

Participants in the 4-day seminar course will gain the following knowledge and skills:

Participants will gain the following knowledge:

· Application of skills needed to successfully collaborate with general and special educators to ensure the success of all students.

· Understanding of the uniqueness of Universal Design for Learning (UDL) and how to design academic lessons using technology, particularly assistive technology.

· Application of positive behavioral supports in general and special education classrooms to assist students presenting challenging behaviors.

· Apply skills learned during this training to develop shared vision statements and professional development plans.
