Course Guidelines

A.  Course Registration – To register for the course the participants must submit an online registration form located at http://usd-online.org/studycourse.aspx  (University of San Diego) or http://www.ashland.edu/pds/sp-offerings.php (Ashland University).  The registration deadline is March 28, 2007 (No later than ten days after the start of the class as per the agreement.)

B. Course Requirements 

1. Attend all sessions of the study group.

2. Read the assigned readings from the books, Building A System of Tens and NCTM, Principles and Standards for School Mathematics.
3. Create lesson plans based on the work/information from the math study group readings and videos.

4. Bring student work from the lessons to discuss at the each session.

5. Analyze student work for evidence of conceptual understanding of the relevant mathematical concepts.

6. Create a portfolio that includes lesson plans and student work samples.

7.  Write a summary of what was learned and present it to the group at the last session.

The lesson plans along with copies of student work samples and a summary of what was learned about the students’ learning throughout the course will comprise a portfolio that will be presented to the group at the last session.  A copy will be given to the course sponsor, Mary McKenzie.

C.  Course Description:  The course is designed for elementary classroom math teachers to take an in-dept look at  1)concepts within the mathematics curriculum and what children must know and be able to do to understand them,  and 2)analyzing student work for conceptual understanding of the same mathematics concepts.   Participants will examine mathematical concepts in the inquiry group session and create alternative ways to teach the concepts in their classrooms.  After teaching the lesson, they will bring student work from the lesson to the subsequent inquiry group.  The group will work collaboratively to analyze the student work for evidence of conceptual understanding.  At the end of the session, the teacher participants will create a portfolio of the lesson plans, samples of student work, and a summary of what they learned about their students’ learning by participating in the inquiry group.
