A. 3. A course project is required and must include the following:

Write a lesson plan for the following types of SMARTboard integration ideas and teach one of the lessons you create with your students.

A. A notebook lesson integrated with the Curriculum Standards with original content including Hyperlinks, Gallery tools, and Attachments.

B. A lesson using an interactive website integrating the Curriculum Standards of  a subject area you teach.

C. Download and test pre-made SMARTboard lesson from the internet.

D. Create a portfolio of all the SMART Board Lessons created.

E. Share teaching experiences in discussion group of what worked, didn’t work and share portfolio of  lesson plans with other teachers.

4.  The 3 finished course lessons must be sent to(Cheryl.Frederick@eu.dodea.edu) or submitted to Butzbach Common Drive in a word document or on a CD no-later-than (February 1, 2006).
C.  Course Description 
This course is designed for educators to learn how to use all features of the SMART Board and design lessons that integrate into curricula areas.  The lessons plans will include creating original lessons based on what they teach and using downloadable lessons from the internet.  Educators will be asked to teach one of their lesson plans with their students and then share experiences in discussion.

· Basic Functions of SMARTBoard Notebook Software

· How to use the Gallery feature, hyperlinks and attachments with the SMARTBoard notebook software

· Create original content designed lesson plans that are integrated with the curriculum

· Download and test pre-made SMARTBoard lessons from the Internet

· Use an interactive website and create a lesson plan with the SMARTBoard with integrated curricular standards.
