Course Guidelines

A.  Course Registration - To register for the course, participants must submit an online registration form located at http://www.usd-online.org/inted.htm (University of San Diego) or http://www.ashland.edu (Ashland University).  The registration deadline is March 31, 2007 (no later than ten days after the start of the class as per the agreement.)

B. Course Requirements – 

1. Log a minimum of 32 session hours for 2 hours of credit.

2. Watch the OS X videos and make yourself familiar with the videos. Login to Blackboard and introduce yourself. Post on blackboard your current OS, memory, hard drive space, and the type of Mac you are using.

3. Create an iMovie and post it to Blackboard

4. Take 7 photos, write a story using the “story book” function and post the pdf to blackboard.

5. Use GarageBand to make a music track.

6. Using iMove record a narration soundtrack and use photos with the Ken burns effect to tell your story. Use your GarageBand project as your musical score.

7. Create a personal Photo book in iPhoto… this project can be on any subject you like. 

8. Take your movie, your Fantastic Fairy tale, your digital documentary and a slide show of your photo book and create an iDVD. Make a copy and send the DVD to CMR 475, Box 46; APO AE 09036  or  larry.bruce@eu.dodea.edu ,  Attention: Larry Bruce and postmarked no-later-than April 28, 2006.  The paper must be typed and include a cover sheet with the course title, course number, location, dates, participant’s name, mailing address and email address.

9. The participant must, after each project, login to the blackboard discussion and submit ideas that you think can help you in your teaching. At this time it is appropriate to share lesson plans that could be used by other teachers to infuse digital multimedia into the classroom.  Example:  As you became more familiar with the digital media, what experiences did you encounter as you began using the iLife Suite professionally and with students? What did you learn for this experience?  What ideas do you have on using this medium to improve your students academic growth

10. The finished course project paper must be sent to CMR 475, Box 46; APO AE 09036  or  larry.bruce@eu.dodea.edu ,  Attention: Larry Bruce and postmarked no-later-than May 9, 2006.  The paper must be typed and include a cover sheet with the course title, course number, location, dates, participant’s name, mailing address and email address.

11. Post your log to blackboard.
