Course Requirements - 

1. Participate for a minimum of 16 session hours for each credit.

3. Complete projects as specified in the project guidelines.

4. The finished course project must be emailed to Kristie Mashburn no-later-than October 20, 2006 for Session 1 and December 15, 2006 for Session 2.  Please attach all project documents and include the following information in your email:  the course title, course number, location, dates, participant’s name, mailing address, and email address.
Course Description – This 2 credit graduate course is intended for Pre-K through12th Grade DoDEA teachers and interested administrators.    

Technology integration strategies should match teaching and learning needs.  Therefore, the iPod and iTunes will be examined for their unique qualities and their potential benefits for teachers and/or students.

Examine the iPod and iTunes and associated teaching strategies.  


Develop technology integration strategies to meet real classroom needs.

Assessment:  


Class Participation - Participants will be required to contribute to weekly online discussions (in the BlackBoard “Discussion Board” area) by making substantive comments, asking questions, or answering questions.    Participants will also be required to complete a weekly journal entry (in the BlackBoard “Personal Journal” area).


Reflective Summaries of Teaching Strategies Examined - Participants will be required to review several lessons each week.  Participants will periodically write and share reflective summaries of chosen lessons.   The reflective summaries should include the following:  the learning objective(s), the major content standard(s) to be met, the “relative advantage” (potential benefit) of the iPod, possible limitations of integrating this technology, and a brief description of the lesson.  


Collaborative Project - Each participant will collaborate with their school Educational Technologist and/or their school Information Specialist to develop and eventually implement an iPod technology-enhanced lesson.
