Course Requirements  
1. Attend all classes.  There will be 45 contact hours.  
2. Read at least 2 of the following assigned readings:     

· Diagnostic Teaching of Reading: Techniques for Instruction and Assessment by Barbara J. Walker

· Linking Reading Assessment to Instruction: An Application Worktext by Arleen Shearer and Susan P. Homan

· Remedial Reading: What Research Says to the Teacher by Barbara J. Walker

3. Prepare a remediation plan for one student, including diagnostic techniques and        assessments used to determine the formulation of the diagnostic hypothesis.

4. Participate in small group discussions and reflection sessions.

5. Write a 4-5 page reflection paper examining the process, procedures and results of your remediation plan.

C.  Course Description 
1. The course is designed for elementary educators to learn the use of diagnostic assessment tools in order to determine a plan of remediation for problem readers. 

2. Educators will explore the use of research based diagnostic assessment tools.

3. Educators will learn to formulate diagnostic hypotheses in identifying presenting problems in student reading.

4. Educators will view, analyze and evaluate models of diagnostic teaching sessions. 

5. Educators will design a remediation plan with specific goals and strategies, for one student who is exhibiting low reading achievement.
