A. 4. Share course projects, including an explanation of how they will be used.

C. Course Description

This course is designed for educators to learn to use the hardware and software components involved in using digital imagery in the classroom:
1) File Management 

a. Devise filing system for digital images on Home Directory

b. Develop plan to organize and remove images no longer needed, to maximize use of space on the server

2) Digital Photography

a. Learn to take photos using a digital camera, how to download them into computer, including connecting and disconnecting from computer

b. Use Photoshop Elements and ImageBlender to crop, edit, layer, and enhance digital photos

c. Use PhotoJam to create slideshow project of digital photographs, including music
