       Proficiency in use of camera in: focus, exposure, color and quality settings

       Proficiency in downloading and deleting images from the internal memory of the camera

       Digital pictures representing use of lowlight, bright light, inside lighting, portrait, scenery, black and white, sepia and macro shots

       Movie clip showing student participation in a project.  This will be posted to the Intranet.

       Submission of at least three photographs for the school photography exhibition

       Submission of at least two images that have been edited using Image Blender, PaintShop Pro or PhotoShop Elements.

 

Photographs will be submitted to the school ET and evaluated using  a rubric created by the group.   The technology committee will coordinate the photography exhibition in cooperation with Bitburg ES.

 

C.  Course Description 
 

This course is designed for educators to gain proficiency in the use of digital cameras.  Teachers learn the basics of use of the camera, are familiarized with the principles of photography, and learn to use digital image software.
