3. A course project is required and must include the following:

· Read the article on Digital Video in School or one of the articles from teaching and learning with Digital Video.  Send an email message to your instructor on different ways you could use digital video to enhance your curriculum.  Be sure to cite your source.
· After reading the article on Digital Formats, send your instructor and email giving a description of  MPG.
· After reading several of the selections about shooting video, become familiar enough with one of our digital video cameras to shoot some video using different shots.
· Your instructor will give you a brief demonstration of Visual Communicator software.  Create and MPG video using one of the prepared scripts with a background using the green screen.
· Prepare a script using Word and import it into Visual Communicator.  Create a title slide, at least two camera shots and at least two graphics to your video.  Save it as an MPG file and show it to your instructor.
· Work on your project, which could either be a video that you will use in your job or a lesson plan that uses digital video.  Show your instructor you video or lesson plan.

· Use your lesson plan or your video with your students
· Complete the evaluation and reflection papers.
