Course Guidelines

A.  Course Registration – To register for the course the participants must submit an online registration form located at http://www.usd-online.org/DoDEA.aspx (University of San Diego) or http://www.ashland.edu/pds/sp-offerings.php (Ashland University).  The registration deadline is 15 Feb, 2007. (No later than ten days after the start of the class as per the agreement.)

B. Course Requirements  (Work to be completed and submitted NLT  26th March, 2007)

1. Attend all sessions at Butzbach ES Lab and one Saturday Field Trip

2. Do weekly assigned readings of online websites for photography basics with discussions to follow during class sessions.  Included will be a bit of photography history and introduction to different cameras, and top ten photo tips.  Instructor will provide website resources.

3. Create and teach a lesson plan for using digital images and cameras in the classroom.  School cameras will be introduced and electronic lesson plans will be provided along with websites of ideas for classroom integration. Curriculum and Tech standards links provided.

4. Learn basic photo editing skills in Photoshop Elements, Image Blender, and Picasso.  Including:

a. Downloading photos from Camera to Computer

b. Cropping, color corrections, lighting corrections

c. Filters, fix portrait blemishes, add text

d. Creating Calendars, Slide shows, PowerPoint picture album download.

5. Preview needed tutorials in Atomic Learning for Photoshop Elements, Image Blender or other photo editing software.  

6. Take digital photos with personal or school camera as assigned and use workflow procedures discussed in class to edit.  One or two Saturdays will involve field trips to shoot photos.  

7. One overall project.  This will be discussed and decided on by the class.  Choices are creating a slide show, a showing of work, creating a calendar, creating photo cards, creating a presentation, subscribing to online photo-sharing site and setting up personal photo site.  Using online photo developer to create items.

8. Keep photos and files managed on common drive in student created Portfolio.  Students will burn a CD of Portfolio to turn into instructor upon completion of class.  Portfolio will include:

a. All photos in final projects folder.

b. Students will create word document with photography websites they wish to keep as a resource

c. Students will create word document with 10 tips for better photos

d. Lesson Plan for Photography integration and needed materials

Course Description:
Research indicates that visual learning is one of the best ways to involve students in the learning process.  Using digital tools in the classroom to engage students makes learning more personal and provides an exciting connection for students. Teachers will explore how to use digital images in the classroom setting and gain skill and experience in designing and producing digital learning activities.  Teachers will also gain personal skills in photography and learn to use basic photo editing software.

Course Objectives:
Participants will learn:

· How to use a Digital Camera and download images to a computer

· How to use the Digital Imaging Editing Software and follow workflow procedures.  (Photoshop Elements, Image Blender, Picasso)

· How to integrate a digital camera project into the classroom by completing a lesson plan with curriculum and tech standards.

· How to create a photography portfolio with managed files and burn to a CD.

· How to make a basic project (slideshow, a showing of work, creating a calendar, creating photo cards, creating a presentation, subscribing to online photo sharing site and setting up personal photo site.)
