· A written lesson plan for classroom instruction incorporating the applicable DoDEA Science Standards under the unifying principles of  assessment. 

The finished course project paper must be sent to Susan.Ramsey@eu.dodoea.edu.  Papers should be received no later than 01 May 2006. The paper must be sent electronically and include a cover sheet with the course title, course number, location, dates, participant’s name and mailing address.
