C.  Course Description 

The first part of this course will address Genetic Syndromes:  Trying on Genes.    Course objectives include the following :

· Participants will be able to utilize proper terminology in discussions of genetic disorders with colleagues from other health care specialities.

· Participants will be able to interpret the difference between genetic and non-genetic forms of communication impairments in cases which they may have contact with in the future.

· Participants will be able to demonstrate a basic understanding of human genetics, including DNA and gene structure, the process of mutation, and the mechanism by which genes are expressed in humans.

· Participants will be able to recognize dysmorphic features in their patients/students who have genetically based disorders of communication.

The second part of the course will include a presentation on The Disturbing State of Affairs in Diagnosis and Treatment of Craniofacial and Cleft Palate Speech Disorders.  The objectives for this presentation include the following :

· Participants will be able to understand state-of-the-art diagnosis of velopharyngeal valving and related speech impairment

· Participants will be able to recognize disorders of velopharyngeal valving that require surgical management and those that would benefit from speech therapy.

· Participants will be able to recognize appropriate speech therapy procedures.
· Participants will be able to recognize inappropriate speech therapy procedures.
D.   Course Instructors
      Vivianne Bunzendahl:  DoDDS-Europe, Masters Degree in Speech-Language Pathology, certified by the American Speech-Language-Hearing Association.  Has served as a speech-language pathologist in a variety of settings with children and adults in stateside and DoDDS schools, private practice, and rehabilitation centers. Currently serves as a speech-language pathologist at Mannheim Elementary School.  Has worked as a course facilitator for the past three years to assist in bringing featured speakers to Europe for OSACS (Overseas Association for Communication Sciences)

Featured Speaker:            Robert J. Shprintzen, Ph.D.

Dr. Shprintzen is Director of several programs at Upstate Medical University in Syracuse, NY.  These programs include the Communication Disorder Unit, the Center for Diagnosis, Treatment and Study of Velocardiofacial Syndrome, and the Center for Genetic Communicative Disorders.  He is Professor of Otolaryngology and Professor of Pediatrics at Upstate.  Dr. Shprintzen’s research career has covered many areas , including  clinical and molecular genetics, speech physiology, radiographic studies of the speech and swallowing mechanism, fiberoptic endoscopy, cleft palate and craniofacial disorders, and research methodology.  He is author or co-author of over 180 peer reviewed papers in more than 25 scholarly journals, and over 30 chapters inn scholarly texts.  He has published five books.  He is widely credited for delineating four genetic disorders, all of which bear his name in the medical literature.  He is an Honorary Fellow of the American Society of Pediatric Otolaryngology.  He is a Fellow of the American Speech-Language-Hearing Association and received ASHA’s Outstanding Clinical Achievement Award in 1992.  In 1995 Dr. Shprintzen was a founding member of the Velo-Cardio-Facial Syndrome Educational Foundation, Inc. and served as that Foundation’s Executive Director from 1995 to 2003.
