Additionally, at least one program and/or delivery model should include a plan for peer review and/or coaching at some point during implementation.

· Course will include a review of current DoDEA policies, regulations, and initiatives relevant to middle school and high school students and require students to identify implications for school guidance and counseling programs.

· Course will describe current research that supports comprehensive guidance and counseling programs by delivering measurable student results.

· Course will address a range of specific concerns for students in DoDDS-Europe and describe the program tools available, which address these concerns.

· Course will include activities that allow school teams to work together designing comprehensive middle and high school counseling programs that result in measurable student results.
