A.  Course Registration – To register for the course the participants must submit an online registration form located at http://www.usd-online.org/DoDEA.aspx

B. Course Requirements –  

· Actively engage in all class discussions.

· Maintain communication with class through e-mail, telephone, and posting of work on the network. 

· Participants will learn one of the new DoDEA Creativity Software applications: Inspiration 8.0, Image Blender, Photoshop Element, and Twister by participating in tutorials and practicing skills on site. 

· A course project is required and must include the following:

· Participants will create a lesson plan using one of these applications or a combination of applications.

· Plan and implement the lesson with a class to complete a project.

· Write a reflection paper regarding your experience after you design, implement, and complete the planned project with a class.

· Explore with your class how software enhances curriculum and learning.

· Complete all assignments. Assignments are based on the software that is being used - all projects will be submitted to Oren Eddie.

The finished course project must be emailed to (Oren.Eddie@eu.dodea.edu no-later-than 2 April 2007. The project must be typed and include a cover sheet with the course title, course number, location, dates, and participant’s name. 

C.  Course Description 
· This course is a practical introduction to concepts and techniques of the new DoDEA Creativity Software.  

· Teachers will use Atomic Learning, www.atomiclearning.com, and with assistance with from the ET will learn specific skills about their chosen software.

· Teachers will be working with the following applications: Inspiration 8.0, Adobe Photoshop Element, Twister, and Image Blender.

· This course will provide hands-on experience using one of these creativity software programs to complete a lesson plan with their students and share experiences with colleagues. 

· Teachers will design a lesson with NETS and academic standards integrated into it to implement in their classroom.
