C.  Course Description 
Leadership in School Technology Integration is a course designed for Heidelberg District Principals and Assistant Principals.                                                                                                                                                                     

This eight-month course will provide four modules to support principals and Assistant Principals with school and personal needs in technology integration. Each module will have a workshop at the Darmstadt training facility followed by two online reading/responding components between each face-to-face meeting. In addition, each participant will be required to perform a practicum following the face-to-face meetings. That practicum will require participants to hold school and community-based technology meetings and apply the methodology and strategies learned at the class meeting.   Those results will be shared in an online community blog site.

Each online component will consist of reading assignments (see attached list), followed by an activity or report to be shared on the class blog.   Participants are also required to read and comment on their colleagues’ postings to the blog.

Goals: The goals of the course are to assist Heidelberg Administrators with meeting or exceeding the National Educational Technology Standards for Administrators (NETS-A) and the DoDEA Standards for School Administrators.  The course is also designed to assist administrators with effective leadership of their school technology team meetings. Each of the four modules, including the online components, and will focus on a single theme:














Module 1: “Visioning and Setting Realistic Goals for School and Community Teams” This module will begin with a full-day workshop (six hours) followed by two online modules.









Module 2:  “Understanding and Guiding Appropriate Use of Technology in the Classroom” This module will begin with a four-hour workshop and will be followed by 3 online modules.







Module 3: “Data-Driven Decision Making: Assessment and Evaluation” This module will begin with a four-hour workshop and will be followed by two online modules during the following months.. 








Module 4: Productivity and Professional Practice for School Administrators This module will begin with a four-hour workshop and will be followed by one online module to complete the course and final products.
