Course Guidelines

A.   Course Registration – To register for the course the participants must submit online registration form located at http://www.usd-online.org/DoDEA.aspx  (University of San Diego) or http://www.ashland.edu/pds/sp-offerings.php (Ashland University).  The registration deadline is October 15, 2006 (No later than ten days after the start of the class as per the agreement.)

B. Course Requirements –   

1. Attend all sessions.

2. Analyze DRA/SRI/STAR reading data from your school or district in order to formulate a plan for supporting third grade students not reading at grade level.

3. Develop a detailed Action Plan outlining how you will assist teachers and students in raising the third grade reading scores at your location.

4. Review your plan at quarterly Literacy Leaders meetings.
5. Meet quarterly with other participants from your school to assess the progress of your Action Plan.

6. Superintendent and/or Assistant Superintendent for Curriculum and Instruction will periodically review progress with the Action Plan at each elementary school.

7. Evaluate your Action Plan upon receipt of Spring 2007 reading data and determine modifications. Submit your Action Plan evaluation to the Bavaria DSO by June 8, 2007.

The finished Action Plan must be sent to Marie McGurn at marie.mcgurn@eu.dodea.edu. with a copy to Maryellen Riley no later than Friday, October 27, 2006.  The paper must be typed and include a cover sheet with the course title, course number, location, dates, participant’s name and mailing address.

C.  Course Description 

This course is designed for administrators, Literacy Coaches, reading specialists, and district office personnel and will strengthen their ability to analyze data and develop an action plan based on the available data. Participants will be required to develop a detailed action plan including specific interventions, timelines, and designated resources.  The action plan will be reviewed throughout the year by the Superintendent and Assistant Superintendent for Curriculum and Instruction and evaluated after the results of the 3rd grade spring data collection are tabulated.
