Course Guidelines

A.  Course Registration – To register for the course the participants must submit an online registration form located at http://www.usd-online.org/inted.htm(University of San Diego) or http://www3.ashland.edu/academics/education/profdev/ (Ashland University).  The registration deadline is 29 October 2005 (No later than ten days after the start of the class as per the agreement.)

B. Course Requirements

· Observe a minimum of three demonstration lessons delivered by the Literacy Coach. The classroom teacher determines the content of the demonstration lesson.

· Participate in a minimum of three observations of their teaching by the Literacy Coach. The content of the observation is congruent to the demonstration lesson previously taught by the Literacy Coach.

· Participate in a minimum of six pre and post conferences related to the demonstration lessons and observations.
· Maintain a reflective journal focusing on lessons learned from observing the demonstration lessons and involvement in peer observations. A one-page summary of key points from the journal is to be turned in to the course instructor at the end of the course with a copy given to the Literacy Coach.
The journal summary must be sent to marie.mcgurn@eu.dodea.edu Attention: Marie McGurn with a copy given to the teacher’s Literacy Coach and postmarked no-later-than May 19, 2006.  The paper must be typed and include a cover sheet with the course title, course number, location, dates, participant’s name and e-mail address.

C. Course Description 
This course is designed specifically to meet the needs of teachers working with the Literacy Coach.  It is designed to enable teachers to be coached by Literacy Coaches in order to become more effective in teaching of the reading and writing processes.  

Specifically the course will focus on the following outcomes for teachers:

· Observing model lessons and transferring new knowledge to own practices

· Increasing skills in analyzing teaching with a focus on Literacy Education and classroom management

· Refining skills as a reflective educator focusing on increased student achievement
