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Course Guidelines

A.  Course Registration – To register for the course the participants must submit an online registration form located at http://www.usd-online.org/inted.htm (University of San Diego) or http://www.ashland.edu/pds/sp-offerings.php (Ashland University).  The registration deadline is COB March 12, 2006.

B. Course Requirements    
1.      Attend all sessions.
2.      Read all assigned readings from course instructors

3. A course project is required:                          

                  3-5 page "Reflection Paper" clearly describing how you would 

integrate the new information learned at the conference back in your school setting. This should includes a lesson plan on teaching a task to a small or large group of students, a transition portfolio, or a functional behavioral assessment with positive behavioral support strategies for students with challenging behavior. The presenters will supply additional information on completing the tasks.

The assignment should be:

· No less than three to five pages in length

· Typed with double spacing, using a word processor with letter-quality print

· 12-point font size using a standard font type (i.e., Times New Roman or Arial)

· Of graduate quality with no spelling, syntax, or grammar error.

 

 

The finished course paper must be sent to Maureen.Crouse@eu.dodea.edu no-later-than 31 March 2006. The paper must be typed, double-spaced and include a cover sheet with the course title, course number, location, dates, participant's name and mailing address.
C. Course Description

This three-day course will address knowledge and skills educators need to plan and 
implement quality individualized education programs for students with significant 
disabilities. Emphasis will be on teaching and supporting students within classrooms and 
typical school and community activities utilizing research based assessment and teaching 
methodologies (e.g., task analysis, ecological inventory, discrepancy analysis) and 
referenced from a vision of adult participation in typical community activities and 
settings. The course will also focus on collaborative planning and teaming with families, 
teachers, paraprofessionals, and related service staff. Participants will develop skills in 
functional behavioral assessment and positive behavioral support strategies for students 
with challenging behavior. Examples of students utilizing assistive technology will be 
highlighted throughout the three-day course. By creating a vision of meaningful 
outcomes of schooling, participants will develop skills and strategies to assist students 
with disabilities prepare for meaningful roles and participation (employment, post-
secondary education, and community living) as young adults. Finally, participants will 
learn to develop a “Transition Portfolio” for an individual student to promote successful 
transitions (between grade levels; from preschool to elementary to secondary; to new 
school/community, and to adult life).

D.  Course Instructors 
Dr. Amanda G. Fenlon is an Assistant Professor, Special Education, Curriculum and Instruction Department, at the State University of New York, Oswego, NY since the fall of 2001.  She received her doctorate at Syracuse University in Special Education in 1991.  She has also been a Consultant and Chairperson, Committee on Preschool Special Education, and Committee on Special Education, Baldwinsville School District, Baldwinsville, NY from 1996 to 2005.  She is also certified as a School District Administrator.  Dr. Fenlon’s recently published books include the following: Paving the way to kindergarten for children with disabilities: Collaborative steps for successful transition and Young Children; Activities to empower parents as collaborators in their children’s education.  

Dr. Patricia M. Rogan is a Professor in the School of Education at Indiana University Purdue, Indianapolis, IN, since January 2005.  She received her doctorate in Rehabilitation Psychology and Special Education, from the University of Wisconsin-Madison in 1987.  She also has a MS in Behavioral Disabilities, from the University of Wisconsin-Madison in 1985.  Her recent publications include Moving from segregation to integration: Organizational change strategies and outcomes; Inclusive employment: Persons with disabilities going to work and Guidelines for teaching students with significant disabilities.
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
