B. Course Requirements –   
1. Attend all sessions.

2. Read the following assigned readings:

3. A course project is required and must include the following:

1. Read one of the articles on How multimedia affects teaching and learning.  Send an email to your instructor with your impressions of the article.  Be sure to cite the source.
2. Read the articles under avoid PowerPointlessness.   Review the schools PowerPoint rubric. Create a short message to your teacher with suggestions for using or modifying the schools Powerpoint rubric in order to avoid PowerPointlessness. 
3. Learn to use the scanner in the school.  Scan something and email a copy to your instructor.  Learn to use one of the digital cameras in the school.  Take a picture and email it to your instructor.
4. Become familiar with the primary functions of powerpoint including: different views, creating a slide, templates or designs, layouts, transitions, inserting graphics, animation, and action buttons.  Create a three slide presentation.  First slide is title slide with text of your choice but include your name.  Second slide has text and a graphic.  Third slide has an animated word art object.   Show the presentation to your instructor.
5. Learn how record a narrative.  Either update your previous short presentation to include narrative or create a new presentation that includes narrative.  Show the presentation to your instructor. 
6. Using the handout on "Creating a PowerPoint Worksheet" create a simple presentation and print handouts. 
7. Create a multimedia lesson or project. 
8. After looking at one or more of the web sites on evaluating multimedia projects, modify the schools PowerPoint rubric to evaluate your.  Teach your lesson or use your project. 
9. Complete the course evaluation and the reflection paper
