Course Guidelines

A.  Course Registration – To register for the course the participants must submit an online registration form located at http://usd-online.org/studycourse.aspx  (University of San Diego) or or http://www.ashland.edu/pds/sp-offerings.php (Ashland University).  The registration deadline is 25 February, 2007 (No later than ten days after the start of the class as per the agreement.) 
B. Course Requirements 

All participants will attend the one-day “hands on” workshop at Alconbury High School. Participants who are music teachers will be encouraged to bring along their Macintosh laptop, M-box interface, iPod Shuffle, and all materials that came with their Sibelius and Protools software. The software and materials are needed as some folks may need to register software in order to receive needed updates. 

In addition, participants will complete one individual project using Sibelius and one individual project using Protools. Projects should encompass materials and lessons that are actually used in the classroom. Participants will send copies of all materials used, plus a lesson plan and end-of-lesson reflective paper to the course instructor no later than 3 weeks from the session at Alconbury High School. 

Finally, participants will write a course project paper. The finished course project paper must be sent to Alconbury High School, Unit 5570, Box 60, APO, AE 09470 or  david.claassen@eu.dodea.edu, Attention: David Claassen and postmarked by no-later-than 17 March, 2007. The paper must be typed and include a cover sheet with the course title, course number, location, dates, participant’s name and mailing address.

C.  Course Description 

Participants will meet for a one-day workshop. They will be encouraged to bring along thier own Macintosh laptop and recording hardware/software. Recording basics (using Protools) will be covered in the morning. Participants will practice using the hardware/software in various applications. Sibileus will be covered during the second half of the workshop. Students will practice scanning and entering music into Sibelius and transferring the finished product into Protools and iTunes. 

During the entire session, participants will be encouraged to ask questions specific to their own classroom needs and to practice using the equipment as they would use it in the classroom. Advanced users will be grouped together to explore more advanced features of both hardware and software, but the main focus of each session will be to help establish confidence in marginal users. 

After this session, participants will be required to write a lesson plan in which Protools/iTunes and Sibelius will be used. Each participant will prepare the lesson, submit the lesson plan, examples of any materials produced on the hardware/software, and a reflection paper based on lesson outcomes and suggestions for future lessons. The instructor will give feedback and further suggestions for using the hardware and software.
