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Course Guidelines

A.  Course Registration – To register for the course the participants must submit an online registration form located at http://www.usd-online.org/inted.htm (University of San Diego) or http://www3.ashland.edu/academics/education/profdev/ (Ashland University).  The registration deadline is COB April 30, 2006.

B. Course Requirements    
1.      Attend all sessions.
2.      Read all assigned readings from course instructors

3. A course project is required: 3-5 page "Paper" on the following assignment: 

· Application of assessment flow chart and focus group division discussed in Day 1 of the workshop with a minimum of 3 students for Case Study Analysis.

· Give assessments to at least 3 students.  Analyze data and group students according to defined need.  Use at least 3 strategies per student to target specific interventions to close gaps in addition to providing differentiated support for classroom instruction.

· Progress monitor using additional assessments every two weeks.  Monitor for effectiveness of instruction and improved achievement. Modify instructional plan, as needed based on strategies discussed in the workshop.

· Develop a narrative of your 3 students discussing the effectiveness on the strategies and targeted support to improve learning.  

· Provide assessment data pre and post to determine effectiveness.  Provide examples of student work as evidence for learning.

· Rate the effectiveness of the assessments in targeting student needs and the strategies for intervention and support as your conclusion to the Case Study Analysis.

The assignment should be:

· No less than three to five pages in length

· Typed with double spacing, using a word processor with letter-quality print

· 12-point font size using a standard font type (i.e., Times New Roman or Arial)

· Of graduate quality with no spelling, syntax, or grammar errors.

 

The finished course paper must be sent to Maureen.Crouse@eu.dodea.edu no-later-than 01 June 2006. The paper must be typed, double-spaced and include a cover sheet with the course title, course number, location, dates, participant's name and mailing address.
C. Course Description
This three-day course will build and extend knowledge and skills for Special Education teachers to support student achievement in both the regular education classroom and in intervention situations.  Teachers and Support Staff will be given focused, targeted tools and strategies to ensure all students reach appropriate levels.  Teachers will be provided with specific assessment tools that enable them to diagnose needed support and strategies correlated to target identified needs through the use of components in Scholastic Literacy Place.  These strategies will include both preteach and reteach of critical grade level skills as well as strategies targeted to fill gaps and roadblocks to student success.  

Teachers will explore critical research connections to the previously learned essential components of reading (phonemic awareness, phonics, vocabulary, fluency, and comprehension) including current brain research relative to the stages of reading/writing development.  Assessment and strategies will be directly tied to these foundational concepts and skills with discussions around modifications for Special Education students.
