C.  Course Description 
SMART Notebook:  This software program is an excellent tool that will help teachers to create lessons that are student-friendly, interactive and applicable with or without the SMARTboard.  This course will provide teachers the much-needed time to learn about the new software program that our district just purchased, as well as the new technology, SMARTboard.  This course will also introduce teachers to www.smarttech.com, allow teachers a chance to evaluate lessons that have already been created using Smart Notebook, and from there, design their own lessons to integrate into their classrooms.  Additionally, teachers will learn how to use the SMARTboard.  They will learn how to arrange their classroom for use with the SMARTboard, how to set up the SMARTboard, and learn the components of SMARTboard.  By the end of this course, teachers will feel comfortable creating lessons using the software program SMART Notebook and will be able to integrate these lessons in their classrooms using the SMARTboard as an additional tool.
