A. 4. Submit an evaluation of how lesson went with students, what to do differently next time, sample work, and assessment 1 week after presentation
C.  Course Description 
This course is designed for educators to create a project-based lesson to be used in their classrooms that incorporates the SMARTBoards and at least 1 new creativity software

· Classes will be held each Tuesday to introduce teachers to the new software and ways that is can be used interactively with the SMARTBoards
