Course Guidelines

A.  Course Registration – To register for the course the participants must submit an online registration form located at http://www.usd-online.org/inted.htm(University of San Diego) or http://www.ashland.edu/pds/sp-offerings.php (Ashland University).  The registration deadline is Feb 21, 2006 (No later than ten days after the start of the class as per the agreement.)

B. Course Requirements   

2/11/06 8:00-11:00 and 12:00-3:00  Survey of Technology available in the computer lab:  DVD burner, CD burner, scanner, digital cameras, Elmo document stand, Infocus, and Smartboard.  Software that runs each of the peripherals will be introduced.  Teachers will break up into groups and work on each peripheral.  After 30 minutes, they will move to the next station and learn how to work the next piece of hardware.  

2/13/06 3:00-6:00 Teachers will look at software packages available at our school.  Brief introductions (by me) and experimentation (by the teachers) will be done with Inspiration, Irfan, Sound Recorder, and Camtasia.  Storyboarding using Inspiration or PowerPoint will be explained, and teachers will begin their outline for their final project.  

2/24/06 3:00-6:00  Exemplars of Camtasia projects completed by my former computer students will be available for the teachers to watch and evaluate.  Three to five minute mini-tutorials created in Camtasia are available for Flash, 3D Studio Max, Photoshop, Word Macros, Dreamweaver, C++, Webpage design, GIF animation, Access, Bryce, Excel, ImageReady, etc.  Teachers will begin recording their own Camtasia presentations and adding voice narration sound files. 

Extra time after school will be available for the teachers to allow them to complete their Camtasia tutorial on the software package of their choice. 

When all the projects are finished, a CD of all the tutorials will be given to each teacher.  This can be a valuable learning tool for the teachers, as well as their students.   
1. Attend all sessions.

2. Complete all activities.

3. A course project is required:  Using a topic of your choice, appropriate to your teaching assignment, develop a Camtasia tutorial for Teacher use.

The finished course project will be shared with other participants in the course and teachers at Lajes ES/MS/HS.

C.  Course Description 
This course will familiarize educators with current technology (hardware and software) available in classrooms.  Participants will learn how to use the Elmo document stand, Infocus, and Smartboard.   They will learn to prepare detailed tutorials for teachers’ use, using Camtasia video screen capture software and PowerPoint.  Emphasis will be placed on the incorporation of ISTE Technology Standards.  Educators will conduct a needs assessment of their fellow faculty members to find out what instruction is desired.  Based on these assessments, participants will develop a final project Camtasia tutorial for fellow teachers.
