A. Course Registration-

The registration deadline is November 6, 2006. (no later than ten days after the start of the class as per the agreement.)

B.         Course Requirements – 

1. Attend/log a minimum of 16 session hours for each credit.

2. Read training manuals and handouts prepared and provided by the instructor regarding subscription database materials and project planning.   

3. Participate in the class activities and complete the final project/paper.

4. For credit, a written course project is required and must include the following:

· A standards based lesson plan to be shared with the class.  It must include: a project planning page which is completed collaboratively with the information specialist,  at least one subscription database covered in class, directions for using the database, and links for additional resources.   

· A 2-4 page paper summarizing current literature on the topic of subscription database use in the classroom.  

· For the 2nd credit, the participant will implement two lesson plans (using the above requirements) and evaluate them for effectiveness.  A timeline and listing of activities must be submitted with the implementation and a follow-up meeting is required.

5. The finished course project(s)/ paper must be sent to CMR 480 Box 1258; APO AE  09128 or ellen.hall@eu.dodea.edu Attention: Ellen Hall and postmarked no-later-than November 15.  The paper must be typed and include a cover sheet with the course title, course number, location, dates, participant’s name, mailing address and email address.  

C. Course Description – 
             This credit graduate level course focuses on the use of subscription databases, which have been purchased by DoDEA Headquarters.  At least five databases will be examined and evaluated for their appropriateness within various curricula.  These will include but not be limited to:  Newsbank,  Ebsco, SIRS, Oxford Reference Online, and Columbia Granger’s World of Poetry.  The course consists of active participation for the examination and demonstration of databases, review of current research and application methodology for use in K-12 education environments.
