Course Guidelines

A. It is further expected that the teacher will make use of Creativity software to include some of the following:  Tech 4 products, Adobe products, Inspiration/Kidspiration.  

Project-based lesson units are characterized by the existence of the following:

· Standards and performance-based project topic

· Student-centered instruction with the teacher serving as a guide

· Investigation of an authentic problem, resulting in the production of a genuine, real-world product

· Self-directed learning of content, based upon appropriate scaffolding

· Team-based problem solving
