C.  Course Description 
This course is designed for educators to create a project-based lesson to be used in their classrooms next year with students. 

· An all day session on November 17 will be held. Teachers will review software of their choice with help of ET (Sue Norman)

· Discussion on project-based learning and how technology can be used to facilitate this type learning will be conducted

· Teachers will explore online examples of project based learning in small groups and discuss pros/cons with whole group

· Teachers will use Atomic Learning to learn specific skills about their chosen software.

· Teachers will design a lesson with NETS and academic standards integrated into it to implement in their classroom

· Teachers will implement the lesson in the computer lab with the assistance of the ET (if requested)

· Teachers will submit an evaluation of how lesson went with students, what to do differently next time, sample work, and assessment
