B. Course Requirements    
1. Participate in Blackboard discussions throughout the duration of the course.  All participants should respond to message board prompts in a timely manner and respond to at least three classmates per week.

2. Complete all the online assignments and submit them to the instructor by the due dates.  These include readings with appropriate content in terms of technology and planning effective instruction, in general.  

3. Explore the web extensively in terms of ideas and activities suitable for the teacher’s curriculum area.  The results of this exploration will be shared in Blackboard and should be a fully annotated bibliography of resources.  Also included here is a listing of software and other resources that you’ve located in your school that are helpful—software buys that accompany textbooks, individual software items purchased by schools, district, etc.  
4. Plan at least one moderate length lesson that utilizes technology.  This lesson will be developed over a period of three or four days (longer is acceptable).  The lesson should indicate how a variety of factors have been taken into account—the standards being targeted, differentiation of instruction, appropriate assessment techniques, appropriate scaffolding to make independent student work more likely, classroom management details, etc.   This lesson should preferably be taught in the classroom with less than a 1:1 ration of students to computers.
