A. 3. Review and practice all learned activities.

4. Plan and conduct at least 2 lessons with your students, using the tool you have been working on.  In your log, write a brief reflection of how the activity went.

5. Sign up for and participate in the online community at Nicenet.net.

6. Arrange follow-up learning activities with the ET as needed.

7. Keep a log of all activities. (Be advised that the Atomic Learning website tracks usage activity and this information is available to the ET)

8. Meet with the ET on at least three occasions to discuss progress and review portfolio.

9. Keep an electronic portfolio on the H: drive and include, at a minimum:

· A log of your activities reflecting at least 15 hours of work with the technology

· Practice work related to all learned activities

· Notes and/or shortcuts to helpful locations

The complete e-portfolio must be available for review by Donna Henson-Boyers, the course instructor.  A conference to review all assignments in the portfolio must be arranged NLT June 8, 2007.
