Course Guidelines

A.
Course Registration - To register for the course, participants must submit an online registration form located at http://usd-online.org/studycourse.aspx (University of San Diego) or http://www.ashland.edu/pds/sp-offerings.php

 (Ashland University).  The registration deadline is September 15, 2006 (no later than ten days after the start of the class as per the agreement.)

B.
Course Requirements
1. The course will be a combination of 8 hours of direct instruction and several online lessons.  

The direct instruction will cover the setup and use of the various hardware pieces.  It will also cover the installation of the software packages and give initial instruction on their use.

Participants will have to travel at their own expense to Wuerzburg, Germany to participate in this direct instruction.  There will be one eight hour session on a 23 September 2006.

The online lessons will guide participants through the process of creating these soundtracks and inserting them into the presentations and publishing the finished projects.

2.
All participants will produce three projects of their own creation.  First, a scripted sound track with music background.  Second, a finished multimedia presentation in Microsoft PowerPoint using the soundtrack.  Third, a finished multimedia project in PhotoDex ProShow Gold using the same or a different soundtrack.  All projects will be submitted in a “web ready” format and will be posted on the class website.

3.
All participants will guide a student though the process of creating a multimedia presentation with a scripted soundtrack.  This presentation will need to be submitted as a part of the course requirements.  These presentations will also be submitted in a “web ready” format and be posted on the class web site.

4.
All participants will submit a final report that includes pointers that would be useful to other teachers doing this with students.

5.
All participants will need to have access to a laptop computer with Windows XP installed on it for the duration of the course. (XP is required for at least one of the programs)

6.
All participants must be willing to download and install trial versions of the programs listed above.

7.
Participants will need to have some type of USB connected microphone for use during this course.  (Part of the course will be for them to determine what will satisfy their needs for the course and for future use)

8.
Participants must have a working knowledge of how to create a PowerPoint presentation.  The lessons in this class will only address how to work with the sound file within a PowerPoint presentation.

C.
Course Description
Scripted sound tracks with recorded voice and background music can make any type of multimedia presentation or video presentation more meaningful, more interesting, and more concise.  This class will focus on all aspects of using scripted sound tracks with multimedia presentations in selected multimedia authoring programs.  The focus of the class will for participants to produce original, high quality sound tracks and then use them in original multimedia presentations.

This class will look at the following:

· Hardware and equipment that is needed to record spoken audio.  Microphones, cabling, and sound interface devices.

· Different sound recording/editing programs for the PC, specifically Audacity and Adobe Audition 2.0.  Emphasis will be placed on mastering the recorded sound so that the resulting sound track will be high quality.

· Copyright issues and sources of royalty free music to use as background music in a sound track.  This will include the program Sonic Fire Pro.

· Incorporating finished sound files into different multimedia programs.  It will specifically cover Microsoft PowerPoint and PhotoDex ProShow Gold.

· Publishing finished multimedia presentations in various formats.

· Using all of the above to help a student produce a multimedia presentation with a scripted soundtrack that incorporates recorded voice with background music.

All of the programs listed are on the DoDEA approved software list and trial versions are available for download.
