C.  Course Description 
This course is designed to help speech-language pathologists and other educators to explore the process of classroom performance assessment within an instructional leadership framework.  The conference will open with background information on performance assessment along with an overview of assessment strategies.  It will then consider specific computer-based procedures for analyzing classroom language and learning with the CPA:  Classroom Performance Assessment (Wiig and Secord, 2003).  The CPA helps educators identify classroom weakness patterns that impact overall classroom learning.  How these patterns are then linked to state standards of learning and school curricula will be explained in detail.  Educators will learn how performance assessment can be readily linked to school curriculum and used to design more educationally relevant IEPs mandated by IDEA.  Learning outcomes include the following:

· Identify the major steps involved in classroom performance assessment

· Describe the process followed in evaluating classroom language and learning performance with the Classroom Performance Assessment.

· Illustrate how present levels of performance narratives may be derived from classroom performance assessment

· Create educationally relevant IEPs 

· Review the essential paradigms through which classroom intervention is provided

· Show how performance assessment guides the process from beginning to end

· Discuss practical curriculum relevance and what it means to an educational team

D. Course Instructor
Vivianne Bunzendahl:  DoDDS-Europe, Masters Degree in Speech-Language Pathology, certified by the American Speech-Language-Hearing Association.  Has served as a speech-language pathologist in a variety of settings with children and adults in stateside and DoDDS schools,  private practice, and rehabilitation centers. Currently serves as a speech-language pathologist at Mannheim Elementary School.  Has worked as a course facilitator for the past three years to assist in bringing featured speakers to Europe for OSACS (Overseas Association for Communication Sciences).

Wayne Secord, Ph.D:  
Wayne A. Secord, Ph.D, is currently the Provost’s Distinguished Service Professor in Communicative Disorders at the University of Central Florida in Orlando.  Dr. Secord served as the Coordinator of School Speech-Language Pathology at the Ohio State University from 1988 to 1995, chair of the Department of Communication Sciences and Disorders at Northern Arizona University from 1995 through 2000, and director of the National Center for Speech-Language Pathology in Schools (NCSLPS) from 2000 to 2003.  The NCSLPS is a joint project of the University of Cincinnati, Miami University, and the United States Department of Education.  He is a Fellow of the Ohio Speech and Hearing Association and the American Speech-Language-Hearing Association, and has received awards for outstanding service or clinical achievement from most of these organizations.  

Dr. Secord has authored or co-authored numerous articles, books, tests, and intervention programs on assessment and treatment of speech and language disorders and served as the editor of the journal, Language Speech and Hearing Services in Schools from 1992 to 1998.  He is a former school speech-language pathologist and is now a frequent conference presenter and nationally recognized expert on clinical and educational assessment and the delivery of school-based speech and language services.
