3. Two downloaded images taken earlier

4. Short recorded narration of the pictures

Place the three movies on a CD Rom for the Instructor

Visual Communicator is a software program that “records” a subject.  This can include the subject’s voice, separate music, text and/or pictures

Pinnacle Studio is a software program that edits a camcorder tape.  You can also include numerous live subjects, music, text and/or pictures in the finished product.

Course Description:

Research indicates that visual learning is one of the best ways to involve students in the learning process.  Using digital tools in the classroom to engage students makes learning more personal and provides an exciting connection for students. Teachers will explore how to use digital images in the classroom setting and gain skill and experience in designing and producing digital learning activities.
