The NCAA site provides information about the recruiting process, including information about NCAA rules on academic eligibility and recruitment procedures. It also includes information about NCAA scholarship programs and financial aid for student-athletes, as well as school-administered athletic scholarships. For more information, call 1-913-339-1906. 

Recruiting Services 

FinAid does not recommend using scholarship recruiting services for high school athletes, as these are rarely worthwhile. 

Instead of paying a fee to a recruiting service, put together a profile of your athletic and academic qualifications. Include copies of the best newspaper clippings in which your performance is mentioned, letters of recommendation from your current coaches, and your sport's season schedule. A short 5-10 minute video of your athletic performance may also be helpful. Send copies of this athletic portfolio to the coaches at the schools you are interested in. 

The number of schools that offer athletic scholarships is rather limited. Most athletic scholarships provide only partial support, and require that the student make satisfactory academic progress for renewal. Coaches can also refuse to renew an athletic scholarship if the student's athletic performance falls short of expectations. If the student quits the team, the athletic scholarship is usually terminated immediately. (Athletic scholarships are not terminated if the student is injured during competition.)

The military connected student moves an average of every 2-3 years and attends 6-9 schools before graduating. Many of these students are talented athletes.   Those living overseas often do not have the visibility as stateside students.  





This is an update to a request I received to assist our students when searching for athletic scholarships.  The request was to provide a list of college coaches who could provide information that would make student athletes more knowledgeable and informed in order to compete for athletic scholarships.   The information provided will not only assist athletes but also non-athletes in their scholarship search. 





The following information identifies:


Academic requirements for student athletes


List of college/universities that sponsor NCAA sports


Names, addresses, and phone numbers for athletic contacts by division 


Student-athletic eligibility requirements


Number of schools that sponsor each sport


Information about sports’ scholarships, athletic scholarships, and other forms of financial aid for student athletic


Scholarship and Financial Aid for ALL students 


Of schools with a NCAA affiliation, only Division I and Division II schools may offer athletic scholarships. Division III schools are precluded from offering athletic scholarships. Schools with other affiliations, such as NAIA, offer athletic scholarships according to the policies of the associations to which they belong. 


The types of scholarships that may be offered include scholarships for archery, baseball, basketball scholarships, crew, cross country, fencing, field hockey, football, golf, gymnastics, hockey, lacrosse, rifle scholarships, sailing, skiing, soccer, softball, swimming, tennis, track & field, volleyball, and wrestling scholarships. 


Athletic scholarships are generally not available for graduate study.

Gender Equity in Athletic Scholarships 


Female students should be aware that federal law (� HYPERLINK "http://www.finaid.org/otheraid/titleix.phtml" �Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, 20 USC 1681-1688�) requires athletic scholarships to be distributed in an equitable fashion among the sexes. Consequently, a considerable amount of financial aid is available for women with athletic ability. The � HYPERLINK "http://www.ope.ed.gov/athletics/" �OPE Equity in Athletics Disclosure Website� provides statistical information on men's and women's intercollegiate sports at almost 2,000 US colleges and universities, as mandated by the Equity in Athletics Disclosure Act. 
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
